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Founded in 1959, the Santa Cruz Cooperative School was originally established to serve the children of the Gulf Oil
Company personnel. In 1970, SCCS became the cooperative it is today.

SCCS is a private, coeducational day school that offers a college preparatory program leading to American and Bolivian
high school diplomas. Instruction is entirely in English and offered to students from PK ñ 12th grade. Approximately
70 percent of students at SCCS are Bolivian, 18 percent are U.S. citizens and the remaining 12 percent are from other
nations around the world.

The school is housed on a 7-acre campus with facilities that include: 36 classrooms, a library media center, three
computer laboratories, sports/theatre complex, three outdoor playing fields and a full-service cafeteria.

Santa Cruz & Bolivia
Bolivia, named after the famous independence fighter Simon Bolivar, is located at the heart of South America. As a
result, Boliviaís diverse landscape hosts a variety of flora and fauna. It is no secret then that this country is among
the top in bio and ethnic diversity. A testament to its cultural heritage is the remains of the mighty Incan Empire at
Tihuanacu and the baroque buildings left from the Spanish conquest. Since its independence from Spanish rule in
1825, Bolivia has strived to improve its quality of life through the effective use of its vast natural resources.

According to the National Institute of Statistics (INE), Santa Cruz de la Sierra (pop. 1,500,000; elev. 4,200 ft.) is the
most populated as well as the fastest growing city in the country.  Although it still maintains an interesting small town
atmosphere, the city is a thriving metropolis rapidly expanding in a hot and humid climate. The city is drawing attention
for its tropical pace, lush vegetation and economic progress.

Grading Scale
SCCS does not rank its students.  Grade point averages are represented as percentage grades. A  minimum of 60
% must be attained to receive credit in a course, and percentage grades are based on the following scale: A= 90-100%,
B= 80-89%, C= 70-79%, D= 60-69%, F= Below 60.  Students are given an extra 5% if they obtain a 70% or higher in
the AP course.

The Bolivian Ministry of Education requires that students who fail a subject participate in a remedial program.  The
students final grade is averaged with the grade they earn in remediation to give a modified grade.
